ETM Trains New and
Returning Teaching Artists

New Hire Training

Over the summer, ETM hired
nine new teaching artists to join its
roster. The teaching artists gathered
at P.S. 83 in East Harlem for five days
in August to familiarize themselves
with ETM’s teaching philosophy.

Led by Director of Programs
Pete Pauliks with support from the
program staff, the workshops covered
topics including classroom manage-

ment, lesson planning, integration
strategies, benchmarks, what to
expect on the first day of school, and
more. Each new teaching artist was
given the opportunity to lead a mock
lesson to gain experience and receive
feedback.

ETM provided each teaching
artist with an array of resources to
consult throughout the school year
including songbooks, lesson ideas,
and a customized lesson planner to

help organize lesson plans and track
student progress.

Academy

The Teaching Artist Academy
took place for three days in
September. New and returning teach-
ing artists, as well as six NYC
Department of Education music
teachers, attended the Academy, giv-
ing everyone an opportunity to meet
each other and reinforce teaching
strategies.

On the first day, attendees partic-
ipated in a guitar workshop, led by
Glen McCarthy of George Mason
University and the National
Association of Music Education
(MENC). As part of ETM’s new ini-
tiative to provide guitars to each part-
ner school, the workshop gave partic-
ipants a hands-on opportunity to learn
how to use the instruments in music
class. Many teaching artists have
already reported that the guitars are
very helpful as a teaching tool in the

classroom.

On the final day of the
Teaching Artist Academy, the
teachers were split up based on
their specialty. Strings teachers
met at P.S. 68, and Band and
General Music teachers met at
P.S. 121.

After lunch, all participants
reconvened at P.S. 121 to
observe a live choral rehearsal
with a group of 4th graders, led
by Director of Programs Pete

Pauliks. The teaching artists and
music teachers observed and took
notes as Mr. Pauliks warmed up
the students through vocal exercis-
es. He then taught two songs to

the students.

Afterwards, the participants dis-
cussed the lesson. One teaching artist
was impressed with the level of diffi-
culty of the songs Mr. Pauliks chose
to teach, and stated, “I learned that
kids will rise to the level you expect
them to.” By observing a live class,
teaching artists were shown in “real
time” the level of skill and musician-
ship they can expect from their stu-
dents.

The participants enjoyed the ses-
sions, saying, “The workshop re-
sparked my enthusiasm for the com-
ing year!” and, “I enjoyed [the ses-
sion]. It gave me ideas, and I enjoyed
meeting people at ETM and feeling
the unity of the program. I thought it
was an excellent start.”

11,000 Children -
One Child at a Time

A former teaching artist with
ETM, Jessica Parr is now
employed as a full-time music
teacher at P.S. 76 in the Bronx.
She shares a story about one of her
students:

“Last year, I had a shy little
boy named Justin in one of my
music classes who signed up for a
special keyboard class after
school. He was at every single
practice and always came on time
and prepared. In music class he
would very rarely speak out but
always knew the answers when I
called on him.

“After the winter concert
Justin’s mother came to me and
told me how much her son loved
music. She told me he was never
this excited about anything before
in the past. I didn’t know that it
meant that much to him because he
was always so quiet. She told me
that he talked about music class
and keyboard class all the time and
told his mom that it made him feel
really good when he was there.
When she told me this I got little
chills of happiness.

“When it came time to cast

roles for the school musical, I
wanted Justin to take part in it but
I wasn’t sure if he would be able
to do it because he was so shy.
However, I cast him as a speaking
role with a good amount of lines.

“[Justin’s mom] told me he
talked about music class all
the time and that it made
him feel really good.”

“For several months, I worked
with him on projection and over-
coming his shyness. That night he
got up on stage in front of an audi-
torium full of people and spoke all
of his lines perfectly! I couldn’t
stop smiling. I was so proud of
him.

“His mother came up to me
afterwards to tell me how much
confidence music had given him
throughout the year. She begged
me to put him back in keyboards
when he returned the following
year because it was helping so
much with his self-confidence. Of
course I did, and he is now a clar-
inet player in our P.S. 76 band!”
